CANAL TRIVIA

Canal boatmen were said to
have been notorious ignoring
the rules of the waterway.
Among the many items in an
elaborate set of regulations
established in 1847:

No float could travel faster
than four miles an hour.

Ifone boat was trying to pass
another, the slower boat had
fo turn away from the towpath
and even stop to make way
until the other passed.

When two floats came to a
lock in opposite directions,
the float that reached a lock
and was on the same water
level as the lock had the
right of way over an
oncoming float.
